These lessons particularly benefit children who may not have progressed during core swimming sessions, offering them targeted support to build confidence, improve technique, and develop vital life-saving skills. They promote inclusion by ensuring all pupils, regardless of background or prior experience, have the opportunity to succeed. As a result, top-up lessons not only improve physical competence but also contribute to pupils’ overall wellbeing, resilience, and readiness for life beyond primary school.

These special days spark curiosity and excitement by exposing children to activities they may not encounter in regular PE lessons, such as archery, fencing, boccia, or ultimate frisbee. This can increase motivation, boost confidence—especially for those who may not excel in mainstream sports—and promote inclusion by offering alternative ways to be active. Wow Days also help raise the profile of PE across the school, creating memorable experiences that foster a lifelong interest in sport, teamwork, and healthy lifestyles.
