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Statement of intent

At Walkeringham Primary School, we strive to ensure all of our children, irrespective of their background or the challenges they face, make good progress and achieve high attainment across all subject areas. We encourage them to reach their full potential and fulfil our school motto of ‘Think Smart, Be Kind.’ This is in regard to academic achievement but also in regard to personal development and health and wellbeing. We pride ourselves on the positive, nurturing relationships that exist within our school and we will build on and utilise these excellent relationships between staff and pupils, as well as between the pupils themselves, to underpin our pupil premium strategy.

We recognise that living in a rural area, many of our pupils do not have wider cultural experiences. High quality teaching is our priority and will have the most impact on improving attainment through using the funding to offer support for those pupils needing it, using our own committed staff, who know the children well, and arranging additional visits and visitors will supplement the curriculum. This is proven to have the greatest impact on closing the disadvantage attainment gap and at the same time will benefit all pupils in our school.

High quality teaching in small class sizes is at the heart of our approach with a focus on supporting our disadvantaged children in specific areas. By doing this we aim to close the disadvantaged attainment gap and this will also benefit non- disadvantaged pupils in our school by ensuring non-disadvantaged pupils’ attainment will be sustained and improved alongside that of disadvantaged pupils.

Our approach is flexible in nature and will respond to changes in need and challenges.

Through an improved programme of assessment and tracking, we aim to act early to intervene at the point where need is identified where all staff understand and work actively to raise expectations and outcomes for disadvantaged pupils through a whole school approach.

	It is important to identify the appropriate level of text difficulty, to pro- vide appropriate context to practice the skills, desire to engage with the text and enough challenge to improve reading comprehension. A wide range of strategies and approaches can be successful, but for many pupils they need to be taught explicitly and consistently.

The average impact of reading comprehension strategies is an additional six months’ progress over the course of a year. Successful reading comprehension approaches allow activities to be carefully tailored to pupils’ reading capabilities, and involve activities and texts that provide an effective, but not overwhelming, challenge. 

This can have +6 months impact on closing the gap.

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Pupil premium strategy outcomes
This details the impact that our pupil premium activity had on pupils in the 2022-23 academic year.We have analysed the performance of our school’s disadvantaged pupils during the 2022-23 academic year using key stage 1 and 2 performance data, phonics check results and our own internal assessments. Due to small numbers of PP children and small cohorts and potential individual identification this data will not be presented as part of this report.

Schools are not required to publish their 2022 key stage 2 results as DfE is not publishing this data. This is because statutory assessments returned for the first time since 2019, without adaptations, after disruption caused by the pandemic. This is a transitional arrangement for one year only, and DfE plans to publish key stage 2 school performance data for 2023.

The purchase of targeted schemes ensured all pupils received strong daily phonics and reading teaching in small groups, including catch up sessions for all pupils working below the standard. School analysis shows disadvantaged pupils making progress across the year. 

The school employed additional experienced staff to enable pupils for maths to be taught in small teaching groups and supported further by teaching assistant support. All teaching staff could access maths cpd webinars relating directly to the intended teaching in each maths unit. This enabled misconceptions to be identified prior to lessons and same day interventions by pre-teaching to address them as well as post lesson. Disadvantageded pupils are making. Daily targeted reading/catchup/phonic sessions are taking place across school. Pupils are reading phonics matched books and are specifically focusing on understanding and comprehension. Daily reading and with review targets is embedded in KS2 alongside weekly targeted weekly comprehension tasks showing that PP pupils were making progress in line with their peers. 

Across our school disadvantaged pupils have been encouraged and supported to take part in residential trips, afterschool activity clubs and play a range of instruments, which has had a positive impact on the disadvantaged pupils who have opted to take part and who may not normally experience such a wide breadth of activities. The SENCo has supported staff with strategies to support all pupils with their wellbeing and a senior staff member has undertaken mental health training. The additional staff employed throughout school has meant that pupils have been well supported to engage with activities to reduce feelings of self esteem and are supported to engage positively with their peers.

Our pupil premium strategy will be supplemented by additional activity that is not being funded by pupil premium or recovery premium. That will include:
· embedding more effective practice around feedback. EEF evidence demon- strates this has significant benefits for pupils, particularly disadvantaged pupils.
· offering a wide range of high-quality extracurricular activities to boost wellbeing, behaviour, attendance, and aspiration. Activities will focus on building life skills such as confidence, resilience, and socialising. Disadvantaged pupils will be en- couraged and supported to participate.

Planning, implementation, and evaluation
In planning our new pupil premium strategy, we evaluated why activity undertaken in previous years had not had the degree of impact that we had expected.

We triangulated evidence from multiple sources of data including assessments, en- gagement in class book scrutiny, conversations with parents, pupils and teachers in or- der to identify the challenges faced by disadvantaged pupils. We also used the EEF’s families of schools database to view the performance of disadvantaged pupils in schools similar to ours however due to our small cohort numbers the data and compari- sons were not available.

We looked at a number of reports, studies and research papers about effective use of pupil premium, the impact of disadvantage on education outcomes and how to address challenges to learning presented by socio-economic disadvantage. We also looked at studies about the impact of the pandemic on disadvantaged pupils.

We used the EEF’s implementation guidance to help us develop our strategy, particularly the ‘explore’ phase to help us diagnose specific pupil needs and work out which activities and approaches are likely to work in our school. We will continue to use it through the implementation of activities.
We have put a robust evaluation framework in place for the duration of our three-year approach and will adjust our plan over time to secure better outcomes for pupils.
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
